Ex: - It is such a heavy box that | cannot take it.
- It is such interesting books that | cannot ignore them at all.

Ex: - She is old enough to get married.
- They are intelligent enough for me to teach them English.

Ex: - She would play games than read books.
- I'd rather learn English than learn Biology.

12. To be/get Used to + V-ing: (quen lam gi)
Ex: | am used to eating with chopsticks.



13. Used to + V (infinitive): (Thuong lam gi trong gk va bay gio khong lam nira)
Ex: - | used to go fishing with my friend when | was young.
- She used to smoke 10 cigarettes a day.

14. To be amazed at = to be surprised at + N/V-ing: ngac nhién vé....
Ex: | was amazed at his big beautiful villa.

15. To be angry at + N/V-ing: tirc gian vé
Ex: Her mother was very angry at her bad marks.

16. to be good at/ bad at + N/ V-ing: gidi vé.../ kém vé...
Ex: - | am good at swimming.
- He is very bad at English.

17. by chance = by accident (adv): tinh c&
Ex: | met her in Paris by chance last week.

18. to be/get tired of + N/V-ing: mét mai vé...
Ex: My mother was tired of doing too much housework everyday.

19. can’t stand/ help/ bear/ resist + V-ing: Khong chiu ndi/khdng nhin duoc lam gi...
Ex: She can't stand laughing at her little dog.

20. to be keen on/ to be fond of + N/V-ing : thich lam gi dé...
